Hello and Welcome to all as we embark on yet another major Rally.

The International Rally of Queensland, or ‘IROQ’ (do you like the new name?), with its international
competitors and television coverage, will be Australia’s biggest rally in 2010, and will be one of only two FIA
sanctioned events this year, the other being the Australian Grand Prix in Melbourne.

2010 will see the Brisbane Sporting Car Club (BSCC) running a round of the Australian Rally Championship
(ARC) for an Australian record 42nd time, and running, for the second time, a round of the Asia Pacific Rally
Championship (APRC).

IROQ will be Round 4 of the prestigious FIA APRC and Round 5 of the ARC.
Queensland Rally Championship, Classic and All-Comers teams also will contest the event, to be run on
31°" July — 1** August, 2010.

The event will be supported as a Significant Regional Event under the Queensland Events Regional
Development Program (QERDP) and by the Sunshine Coast Regional Council and commercial sponsors.
The Queensland Government, through Queensland Events, the Sunshine Coast Regional Council and the
Confederation of Australian Motor Sport all have committed their support for the event for the region
through until 2012. The organising committee is committed to making this Australia’s best rally of 2010.

As in past years, these events would not be possible without the support of our volunteer officials. Your
hard work and dedication to the sport of rallying is invaluable, and our Clerk of Course, Errol, would like to
thank you in advance for yet again putting up your hands to assist in so many ways.

As we move through the next few very busy months, we will keep you up to date with all of the latest
information regarding the IROQ.

New Scrutineering Requirements for C-Plate Cars
The rally panel is in the process of amending the Rally Handbook.

The new wording in the handbook will be along the lines of

Competition Rally vehicles that are QIld Registered and having C-Plates
For this Rally Vehicle Exemption Permit to be valid, a copy of the Engineering Report showing ADR's this
vehicle does not comply with and this Exemption Permit must be kept in the competition vehicle at all time

From a Transport point of view, registration of rally vehicles under the Rally Vehicle Scheme (Limited Use
C plates) is pivotal on the operator holding a current rally vehicle exemption permit. Without this permit,
an

owner is not complying to the requirements of vehicle law and does present Transport with ground to can-
cel the registration of their vehicle.

In a nut shell it appears that it is possible to renew your C-Plate rego without renewing this permit, there-
fore you are not covered by insurance, the implications of this on the Organising club are pretty obvious.

Until this appears in the handbook or supp regs please be aware that it will be checked at your next event.
